Kindergartners’ Arabic Newsletter
Assalamu Alaicum Parents,This weekly newsletter informs you about what we have been learning in our class. It will, insha Allah, cover the period since the beginning of the school year until next week (September 29, 2009 – October 3, 2009).

Quran Memorization: 
We have been reviewing all the Surahs that the students had memorized last year. This means from Surah Annas until Surah Al Feel. We also started last Wednesday Surah Al Humazah. We are working on Ayah number one. Even though, most of the memorization is done in class, it would be very helpful to the students to review the Surah at home on a daily basis.
Colors, Shapes and Numbers:

Kindergarteners have been working on identifying their colors: “Alwaan”, their shapes: “Ashkal”and their numbers: “ Aadaad” (from number one i.e. “Wahid” until number thirty, i.e., “Thalathun”.
Arabic Language:
Students started working on their Arabic Alphabet. We are using pages from “Easy steps of Quran Reading”. We should mostly cover 1 page every week. You may find a copy of the first page on the student’s Arabic notebook.
Students are required to read the page that we are working on three times every day. Parents are required to sign on the top of the page upon completion of the reading by the student.
